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A BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO THE TBAA

I. PURPOSE

The main purposes of the Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) are:(1)
To assist the immigrants from Taiwan in Adjusting to the cultural and economic life in the
United States. Currently, there are approximately 300,000 immigrants from Taiwan
residing in the United States. (2) To promote broader understanding between the people
of Taiwan and American people through its cultural, educational, economic and scientific
programs.

II. CHARACTERISTICS

The association is an ethnic group of immigrants from Taiwan. It is characterized by its
openmindedness. The membership is based on common experience in Taiwan without
discrimin-ation of provincial origin. Any ethnic Chinese, who was born in Taiwan or who
has ever resided, studied, or worked in Taiwan, is qualified to join the Association. The
Association is concerned with the destiny of its home-land but does not involve itself in
homeland politics.

III. DEVELOPMENT

The Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) was founded in August 1978
as a non-profit, non-political organization. It has now grown into an association of 20,000
active members, with twelve branches in Washington, D.C., Philadelphia, North New
Jersey, New York, New England, Chicago, Seattle, San Francisco, San Jose, Los Angles,
Houston, and Michigan. It is planned to establish more chapters from coast to coast in the
major cities where increasing immigrants from Taiwan choose to reside.

IV. ACTIVITIES

The TBAA holds an annual meeting for its membership. The services program
sponsors conferences, seminars and discussion groups on juvenile education, health care,
financial management and legal services. It also presents annual awards to individuals for
their outstanding achievements and contributions, in the cultural and scientific fields, and
for their distinguished service to the communities. In the past few years, the annual
conventions have been honored with the presence and speeches of several members of
Congress, inculding Senators Charles McC. Mathias, Aplhonse M. D'Amato, Daniel P.
Moynihan, Alan J. Dixon, Barry Goldwater, Gary Hart, Jesse Helms, Alan Dixon, Paul

People

China’s total population is estimated at just
under 1.2 billion, about one-fifth of humanity. In
addition to the Han, the largest ethnic group, China
boasts scores of minorities that display varying de-
grees of divergence from mainstream Han culture. A
total of 56 such minority groups have been identified,
including the. Manchu, Mongolian, Uighur, Tibetan,
Miao, Yi, Gerbao, and Chuang peoples. The term
“Chinese” includes all these peoples and is mainly a
cultural designation.

Population

Taiwan’s population numbered over 21.35 mil-
lionin December 1995. Taipei City ranks as Taiwan’s
largest and most densely populated metropolitan
area, followed by Kaohsiung City in the south. About
59 percent of Taiwan’s population is concentrated in
fourmetropolises (Taipei, Kaohsiung, Taichung, and
Tainan).

Over the past few decades, Taiwan’s popula-
tion has been graying. The number of people aged 65
and over exceeded 7.64 percent of the population in
1995. This percentage is expected to continue (o rise
in coming years.

Language

More people speak a Chinese language natively
than any other tongue in the world. In spite of the
existence of multitudinous dialects, many of which
are mutually unintelligible but still lumped together
under the word “Chinese,” the Chinese people are
united by a shared lingua franca, usually referred to
as the National Language ®z8 in Taiwan, the “Com-
mon Language” #&3&3% on the Chinese mainland, and
Mandarin in English.

Some of the outstanding characteristics of a
language or dialect in the Chinese language family
may include monosyllabicity and a simple phono-
logical system, the use of tones to distinguish differ-
ent meanings, a syntax that depends on word order,
and a lack of inflection, grammatical gender, and
pluralization. Mandarin, which possesses all these
traits, is thus one of the world’s easier languages to
master.

To represent the sounds of Mandarin, people in
Taiwan use the Mandarin Phonetic Symbols & #7495, a
collection of 37 phonetic symbols plus marks that
signify Mandarin’s four tones. In Taiwan, the most
prevalent Romanization systems for Mandarin are
the Wade-Giles Romanization and the Gwoyeu
Romatzyh, dubbed the National Phonetic Alphabet I1

Government

The Republic of China, established in 1912 by
Dr. Sun Yat-sen, has the distinction of being Asia’s
first constitutional democracy. The ROC Constitu-
tion is built on a tripartite conceptual framework: the
Principles of Nationalism, Democracy, and Social
Well-being. The Principle of Nationalism /% advo-
cates not only equal treatment and sovereign status
for China in the interdependent commonwealth of
nations, but also equality for all Chinese ethnic groups
within the Chinese state. The Principle of Democracy
fCHiE assures each individual the right to exercise the
political and civil liberties due to him or her. The
Principle of Social Well-being K4 states that the
powers granted to the government must ultimately
serve the welfare of the people by building a prosper-
ous economy and a just society.

Chinese Festivals

The Chinese Lunar Calendar is crowded with
traditional festivals, most of which are observed with
great pomp and ceremony in Taiwan. The first festi-
val of the yearis Chinese New Year ##ii. Often called
Lunar New Year, it is the most important of annual
festivals and is followed by the Lantern Festival 7
fifi on the first full moon of the Lunar Calendar. The
Taipei Lantern Festival at the Chiang Kai-shek Me-
morial Hall features ceremonial processions, folk
arts demonstrations, and thousands of colorful lan-
terns. Several months later, boat races during the
Dragon Boat Festival % T fifi commemorate a legend-
ary attempt torescue adrowning poet-statesman. The
Mid-Autumn or Moon Festival J1fkii celebrates the
harvest moon and is marked by gazing at the moon
and eating rich pastries known as “moon cakes.” The
birthday of Confucius is celebrated with a dawn
ceremony of dances, costumes, music, and other
rites. The last major festival of the year is Double
Tenth National Day % 4-5fi, which commemorates
the anniversary of the October 10, 1911, revolution
which led to the overthrow of the Ching dynasty and
the founding of the Republic of China.

General Information for
Visitors

Tourist visas for the Republic of China can be
obtained from the ROC Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and ROC embassies, consulates, or designated repre-
sentative offices in foreign countries. These visas
allow maximum stays of 14 1o 60 days. Some are
extendable, allowing stays of up to 180 days. Both
single- and multiple-entry visas are issued.

Citizens of 15 countries including the United
States, Japan, Sweden, Spain, Portugal, Austria,
France, Germany, England, Holland, Belgium, Lux-
embourg, Canada, Australia, and New Zealand may
enter the ROC visa-free for stays of up to 14 days, as
long as their passports are valid for at least six months.

The Republic of China’s unit of currency is the
New Taiwan Dollar (NT$). The exchange rate, around
NT$27.5 to US$1 in early 1996, has fluctuated in
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recent years. Foreign currencies can be exchanged at
government-designated banks, hotels, and shops.
Majorcredit cards are accepted, and traveler’s checks
may be cashed at large hotels, tourist-oriented restau-
rants, souvenir shops, most departiment stores, and local
branches of the banks that issued them.

Banks are open from 9 a.m. to 3:30 .M. Monday
through Friday and from 9 A.M. to noon on Saturday.
Most commercial firms operate during the same
hours as banks, except they close two hours later
Monday through Friday. Department stores are open
daily from either 10:30 or 11 a.m. to 9:30 p.M., and
most other stores are open daily from 9 or 10 A.M. to

9 or 10 r.m. Government offices are open {rom 8:30
AM. 10 12:30 .M. Monday through Saturday and from
1:30 to 5:30 r.m. Monday through Friday.

All territories under ROC governmental con-
trol are on one time standard, which is UTC +8 hours

and which remains the same all year, i.e. there is no
daylight savings time during the summer months.

The basic types of accommodations available
around the island include international tourist hotels,
standard tourist hotels, and hostels and youth activity
centers. Electric current used throughout Taiwan is
110 volts AC, 60 Hz. Drinking water served at hotels
and restaurants is distilled or boiled.
