First off, I really enjoyed the trip, and I know that just about everyone on my bus (everyone 
from America) had a great time. 

The main things that could have been improved were the events in our schedule. I think many 
of us felt that we visited too many universities; I understand that we are supposed to visit and 
interact with other students, but sometimes we only toured the campus and left. As Americans who 

have been spoiled with air conditioning, the hot weather made walking around campuses not very 
enjoyable. We did enjoy talking to other students, but the only time this really happened was when 
we went to Beijing Foreign Studies University. To tell the truth, once you’ve seen one university 

campus, the rest of them all look about the same. 

We also had to sit through many video presentations that didn’t really catch our interest. At a 
university we visited in Nanjing, they played us a 1 ½ hour-long video promoting their school; just 

about everyone fell asleep. I think it’s important to keep in mind that most American-Taiwanese 
students have about 50% Chinese capability. Long presentations in complex Chinese will bore 
ABCs and lose their interest. The same goes for all the city development models and museums we 

went to see. By the end, we were tired of seeing mini-models of cities and listening to long 
descriptions of each city’s plans in Chinese. 

Another issue that should be addressed is security; throughout the trip, I felt everyday was a 

miracle that someone didn’t get lost or disappear. Our tour guides did a good job of taking us 
around, but usually they only did a simple head count and didn’t take roll. If someone weren’t 
paying attention, it’d be very easy to get lost. I understand that as college students, it’s our 

responsibility to remain with the tour guide, but still I think more emphasis could be placed on 
keeping everyone together. In Beijing, the tour group leaders were good about making sure we 
never left anyone behind. However, after we went to Nanjing, our new leaders were less responsible. 

People got left behind. In Nanjing, the bus left behind two guys when we couldn’t find them. The 
guys had left the group to shop in the nearby area; they shouldn’t have taken off by themselves, 
however the tour guides shouldn’t have left the guys by themselves. Thankfully, a couple hours later, 

the two guys returned to the hotel with help from the police. 

After Beijing, the new tour guides also started leaving people at the hotel in the morning if 
they didn’t come down on time. Again, it’s our responsibility to be on time to the bus; however, they 

shouldn’t leave people behind for being five minutes late. What are those kids supposed to do the 
rest of the day? I admit that sometimes kids did not want to go with the group and decided to be on 
their own for the day. Sometimes they have family or friends in the area, or they want to explore on 

their own. In this case, they should let the leaders know beforehand, and it should be okay. However, 
some students want to travel with the group, and in that case they should never be left behind. 

In general, I think it’d also be helpful to have a tour leader that speaks some English and can 

explain historical stories in English. This way, students will stay much more interested in the places 
we visit and the things we see. I felt bad because our tour leaders would be talking away in Chinese 
on the bus, probably explaining the historical importance of our next destination, and most kids on 

the bus would be asleep, talking, or playing games. Some people tried paying attention, but it can be 
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hard when everything is in Chinese. We are mostly fluent in Chinese, but it’s harder for us to keep 
up.

Onto the really great things about the trip – the historical monuments, the famous places we’ve 
heard of or our parents told us about, and shopping. I think some of our favorite places were the 
Beijing Silk Market and ChenHuangMiao in Shanghai when we went shopping. We loved having 

free time to explore cities on our own and with each other. I think the greatest part of the trip was 
building friendships and bonding with people our age. Letting us have fun on our own was a big 
part of the trip. 

Another thing that was really great was that water bottles were always provided to us, every 
day. I never needed to buy my own water, and we never seemed to run out. We were treated to a 
wide variety of Chinese food, and there was always plenty of it. The hotels we stayed at in Beijing 

and Shanghai were top-notch, especially in Shanghai. The hotels in Nanjing and SuZhou were less 
elegant, but acceptable. The buses were well air-conditioned. The tour guides were all very friendly 
and willing to tell us what places were fun to visit on our own. The overnight train trip from Beijing 

to Nanjing was a new and fun experience. Also in Nanjing, new people, Taiwanese students 
studying in Nanjing, were added to our bus and we really enjoyed meeting them. 

Overall, I had a great time in China and the tour left a strong impression on me. I know I wrote 

a lot about the negative points, but that’s just the things I felt could be improved. We really 
appreciated how hard the guides worked to keep track of us and how hard they tried to show us 
Chinese culture. We were treated very well and I’m sure everyone is excited about returning to 

China in the future. We certainly saw enough city development plans and models to understand that 
China is quickly becoming a modern nation. I think Shanghai had the best impact on us, but we 
enjoyed the other places as well.

trip.  The guides in Beijing always made us feel safe and we didn’t ever fear that anything horrible 
would happen, like leaving us behind.  When we went to the Great Wall, some students had lost 
track of time and kept walking, they ended up about 45 minutes late, but our whole bus waited for 

them to return before we left for our next destination.  Unlike Beijing, the guides in Nanjing didn’t 
really care that much.  We had students get left behind in multiple cases.  It’s not as bad if the 
students were left behind at the hotel, at least they’re safe, but we had some students get left behind 

at a historical house.  The guides seemed to care more about staying on time with the schedule 
than about the students.  I feel that they should get their priorities adjusted.  Students should come 
before the schedule, even if it means that we’ll be late for the next event, at least all the students are 

safe.

With those suggestions, I would just like to thank the coordinators and guides for making this 
trip to China one of the best summers of my life.
